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Preamble

BMW, in cooperation with emotive (hereinafter referred to as “the Series Organizer”) and in
association with International Motor Sports Association (“IMSA”) will organize the Formula BMW USA
Championship 2006 (hereinafter referred to as “the Championship”). The highest goal of the
competition is to provide Drivers and Teams with equal opportunities at appropriate budgets in an
atmosphere that is professional and provides mentorship on a variety of levels for young Drivers, while
complying with the required Safety Regulations.

IMSA rules and regulations contained in the IMSA Code apply to all IMSA-sanctioned series including
the Championship. These Championship regulations (“Regulations”) which supplement the IMSA
Code are intended to allow competitors ease of transition between all worldwide Formula BMW series
rules. The format herein follows the structure of all other Formula BMW series worldwide and
references the corresponding Articles of the IMSA Code where necessary.

All Competitors in the Championship must be fully aware of and are subject to all the rules and
regulations in the IMSA Code and these Regulations. All members of the Championship and all Team,
Race and Championship sponsors, as well as every other person participating or involved in any way
in an IMSA-sanctioned racing event, shall be bound by the IMSA Code and these Regulations, as
amended, supplemented or superseded from time to time and shall be responsible for compliance
therewith. It is, therefore, required that, in addition to these Regulations, you also read the IMSA Code
carefully to assure your familiarity with its content.
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GENERAL REGULATIONS

IMSA and the Series Organizer reserve the right to amend or vary the Regulations at any time
during the Championship. Additional addendums and or supplemental rules will be issued by a
Championship Bulletin and distributed to all registered Competitors and Teams by email, post
or event hand-out. All Competitors, Teams, Team members and persons associated with any
of the above agree to be bound by the IMSA Code and these Regulations including any
amendments, variations or statements relating thereto.

Competition

The Championship is expected to consist of 7 International events with two Rounds at each
event. (Chapter 2) The “Formula BMW USA Rookie Cup” and the “Formula BMW USA Team
Trophy” will also form part of the Championship.

General Rules of Competition

The Championship is conducted in accordance with the following Regulations. By submitting
their registration Drivers and Entrants agree to abide to the following:

SPORTING REGULATIONS
Competitor Eligibility

Eligible for entry in the Championship are only those Drivers in the possession of the
following license:

FIA International Driver License grade “C,” issued by IMSA, or the drivers national ASN and a
current IMSA membership and license.

Drivers currently holding, or having previously held, a Competition Racing Licence of grades
“International A” or “International B” or a “Super Licence” (according to the FIA License
Regulations) are not eligible.

Drivers must be a minimum of 15 years of age (see restriction below). Drivers born before
January 1, 1982 are not eligible without written approval from the Series Organizer.

Drivers for the Formula BMW USA Rookie Cup shall be born between 1987 and through 1990.
They must have registered for the Championship and 1) not have previously participated in an
International race series in automobile racing and 2) have not participated at all or have
participated in no more than four automobile races within the year of 2005 with the following
schooling series :

Skip Barber Racing School Regional Championships only

Jim RusselllESPN school race series

Bertil Roos School Series

Bridgestone Racing Academy

Exceptions are subject to written submission to and approval by the Series Organizers.
Drivers must turn the age of sixteen (16) within the calendar year of 2006.

Formula BMW USA reserves the right to reject entries of Drivers from other formula racing
series or other school series, with the exception of Formula BMW Championships. The Driver
must comply with all other driver restrictions for Formula BMW USA.

Drivers will be permitted to compete in other series in the United States other than the

Championship with the prior written consent of Formula BMW USA. However, Drivers may not
compete (nor test) in any type of vehicle on any circuit which still hosts a Round of the
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Championship. After the round of the Championship has been completed, the Driver may
compete and test in any other type of vehicle at that circuit.

Drivers may only compete in a maximum of two Formula BMW events in other International
Formula BMW series in addition to this Championship with prior written approval.

Drivers registered in other International Formula BMW series are limited to two Events of the
Championship of their choice including the Official Test but subject to the Event not being
over-subscribed and subject to completing the registration and entry process.

Violations of this provision may be punished by exclusion from the Championship as well as
the denial of the points and prize money.

IMSA is a private member based organization and reserves the rights to reject or revoke the
membership and license of any person at any time for any reason. Any person who applies for
IMSA membership understands and agrees to this condition.

Entrants

Entrants registering with the Driver must be in the possession of an Entrants License issued
by IMSA for the year 2006 and must have paid the Registration Fee. IMSA is a private
member based organization and reserves the rights to reject or revoke the membership and
license of any person at any time for any reason. Any person who applies for IMSA
membership understands and agrees to this condition.

Introductory Test

Formula BMW USA will conduct an Introductory Test, which is mandatory for all Drivers in the
USA prior to the start of the 2006 season. The intention is to refresh the driver's knowledge of
rules and regulations for maximum driver safety. This Introductory Test will be one day in
length and the date and venue will be announced at a later point in time by Bulletin. This event
will be attended by BMW'’s Chief Instructor for the Formula BMW Racing Center as well as by
the Championship Technical Staff. Any Driver registering for the Championship after the
Introductory Test has been completed must undertake a personal interview with the
Championship Instructor before participating in their first Official Test or Event.

Special Regulations for "Formula BMW USA Junior s

Formula BMW USA Junior drivers are those drivers designated as such by Formula BMW
USA. Such designation shall be communicated to Competitors by Bulletin. The Drivers who
qualify in the "Formula BMW USA Racing Scholarship” are eligible to be nominated as
"Formula BMW USA Juniors" provided that they register for the Formula BMW USA
Championship 2006 and comply in full with the terms of the Formula BMW Junior Contract. In
addition, Formula BMW USA may, at the direction of BMW, nominate further drivers to be
“Formula BMW USA Juniors”. “Formula BMW USA Juniors” will be supported by BMW in
accordance with their Formula BMW Junior Contract.

Each Team is permitted to enter up to a maximum of 2 of the nominated “Formula BMW USA
Juniors”.

Registration

All Championship participants must apply for IMSA licensing pursuant to Article 3 of the IMSA
Code. Additionally, Championship Registration with Formula BMW USA is required.

Each Entrant and Driver must register using a set of specific documents (Registration
Application), which form an Appendix to these Regulations, and are available from Formula
BMW USA. These must be completed in full, signed by both the Driver and Entrant/Team and
accompanied by the registration fee in full in order to be considered. Each Registration
application must be accompanied by a certified passport photograph of the Driver.
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Applications for Registration should be submitted to the Series Manager at the address shown
on the Registration Forms.

The Registration of a minor (less than 18 years of age) must be countersigned by one of the
parents or the legal guardian of the Driver. The IMSA Release and Waiver of Liability form
must be signed by BOTH parents or legal guardians.

The Registration is valid only after confirmation by Formula BMW USA.
Each Team may register up to a maximum of six (6) cars.

For the avoidance of doubt, no Team may share premises, personnel or equipment with
another Team in the Championship involving a total of more than six cars that are registered
for the Championship. Additionally, the day to day control and management of the Team may
not be exercised or influenced directly or indirectly by another Team in the Championship.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the final decision regarding Team registration (including their
continuing registration) rests solely with the Series Manager.

Formula BMW USA reserves the right to reject registration applications and/or entries to
individual events.

Entry Commitment
With their Registration the Entrant agrees to participate in all Rounds of the Championship.
Permanent personal and parking tickets

Prior to each event a Bulletin will be issued detailing the amount of tickets available per entry
and parking details per entry.

Paddock Area

Sufficient space will be allocated for each Team in the Pits and Paddock, subject to the
available number of entries and size of Paddock.

At the start of and during each Event, all Team Paddock vehicles must be clean, of smart
appearance, and in good order. The Series Manager reserves the right to suspend
Competitors not meeting this requirement from taking part until this Regulation is fulfilled to
their satisfaction.

Entries

The entry must bear the name of the Driver, Team and Entrant. Entries will only be accepted
from fully registered Competitors.

With their registration the Driver/Entrant authorize and request Formula BMW USA to enter
them in the events, which include all Rounds of the Championship (block nomination).

The nomination fee for the entire season of the Championship is:
USD 20,000.00 per Driver for Championship Registration by 01 March 2006.

This Registration Fee is fully inclusive of timing fees, medical fees, the provision of one BMW
race suit, 4 complete sets of Championship livery and the provision of 2 passes for the Driver
and 1 pass for the Team Manager for the BMW Hospitality Center for each Qualifying day and
Race day. Additional passes can be purchased from Formula BMW USA.

Formula BMW USA reserve the right to accept or reject any Registrations received after 01
March 2006. Between 01 March 2006 and 15 March 2006 a Team may register a Driver for
the entire Championship for USD 24,000.00. Following 15 March 2006, Registration must be
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done on a race hy race basis as detailed following: USD 3,000.00 per race event and USD
700.00 per official test day per Driver.

The submission of the block nomination with Formula BMW USA is irrevocable.
Beneficiary is: emotive, inc. Payment details will be outlined in the Registration Forms.

Test Ban

Testing is often one of the most budget-intensive factors in motorsport. It is essential in an
entry-level category to limit the number of test days for the Drivers and Teams on tracks that
are part of the Formula BMW racing schedule. The mission of Formula BMW is to find young
talented drivers, not the drivers with the most extensive routine through endless testing. Only a
test ban can ensure the level of equality and allow the drivers/teams to compete without
regard to financial situation. This test ban reflects the procedures of the European Formula 3
series and many other successful series worldwide. Therefore, the Test Ban Regulations are
defined as follows:

From 15 March 2006 until the final Round of the Championship the following Testing
Regulations apply to all Drivers and Teams.

Drivers and Teams are not permitted to test anywhere in the world save as permitted in this
Regulation.

Drivers and Teams are permitted to test at Official Tests announced by the Formula BMW
USA. The organizational costs for all Official Tests are included in the Registration fee. The
dates and venues for these Official Tests will be advised by Bulletin. Only registered Teams
and Drivers may participate in Official tests unless an exemption is granted by the Series
Manager in exceptional circumstances.

Subject to the prior written approval of Formula BMW USA, after the first race event a non-
registered driver may be permitted to test at Unofficial Tests with a Formula BMW Car on a
maximum of four occasions not exceeding four days in total. Formula BMW USA's prior
written approval must be obtained by completing the Unofficial Testing Form and forwarding it
to Formula BMW USA a minimum of three working days before the Unofficial Test is due to
commence. Drivers and Teams should note that testing will be strictly monitored. In the event
that the engine of a Driver's/Team’s Formula BMW car has run at more than 2500 rpm on one
or more occasion in total for longer than 15 minutes between the end of one Championship
Event and the next Championship Event (discounting the time the engine is run at an Official
Test or an authorized Unofficial Test), this use will be deemed to be an unapproved Unofficial
Test in breach of the Regulations unless the prior written approval of Formula BMW USA has
been obtained for such use.

Subject to the prior written approval of Formula BMW USA:

Teams (but not Drivers) may be permitted to carry out tests with a Formula BMW car at any
circuit that does not host a Round of the Championship.

Teams (but not Drivers) may be permitted to test with cars of formula other than Formula
BMW cars at any circuit.
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Drivers may be permitted to carry out tests with any cars other than Formula BMW cars at any
circuit that does not host a Round of the Championship and at any circuit which hosts a Round
of the Championship after that Round (or if more than one Round the final Round) has been
hosted.

Drivers may be permitted to drive a Formula BMW car at a circuit that does not host a Round
of the Championship in order to participate in a promotional activity which is of benefit to the

Championship. Only in exceptional circumstances will a Driver be permitted to participate in

more than one of these promotional activities during the course of the year.

For the avoidance of doubt from 15 March 2006 Drivers are not entitled to participate in any
on-track activity either as a driver or as a passenger in any vehicle at any circuit that is still to
host a Round of the Championship except for competition in Race Events, Testing at Official
Tests, Testing at approved Unofficial Tests and when being given instruction by the official
Championship Instructor(s) as part of the Championship Education and Coaching Program.

Formula BMW USA reserve the right to send a representative to any Unofficial Test to check
compliance with these Regulations and the Driver/Team must co-operate fully with the
representative’s checks.

Violations of the Test Ban may be punished at the discretion of Formula BMW USA by:

Fine of up to a maximum of USD 4,000.00.

Ban from participating in a number of subsequent designated Official Tests.
Suspension from one or more events.

Exclusion from the Championship.

Eligible Vehicles
For the purposes of these regulations, “Monocoque” will be defined and identified as:

- Complete monocoque reinforcement Hans

- Mygale part number 7748947

- Monocoque specific serial number as recorded and affixed to the upper right side of
the inner cockpit by Mygale Cars

Eligible vehicles for the Championship are exclusively "Formula BMW" vehicles, type FB2,
which comply with the Technical Regulations of this Championship and/or any amendments to
the Technical Regulations issued by way of an official Championship Bulletin or as provided in
any supplemental regulation to a specific event.

Competitors must ensure that their vehicles comply with the conditions of eligibility and safety
throughout all on track sessions. Vehicles must be clean, of smart appearance, with the
Championship livery placed in accordance with these Regulations, and in good order.

Replacement/spare cars are not permitted and a Driver may only use the car that is originally
scrutineered for his/her use at each event.

In the event that the Chief Scrutineer and Series Technical officials determine that a
monocoque is damaged beyond immediate repair or unsafe after the original pre-event
scrutineering, the Team will be allowed to replace the monocoque with written permission from
the Series Officials.

In the event that a monocoque has been replaced following an official qualifying session, the
Drivers times in that or any other prior qualifying session will be disallowed and the Driver will
start from the back of the grid for the corresponding Race(s).
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Sealing of the Engine

In the interest of equal opportunity and cost reduction Schnitzer Automobile Technik is the only
service partner for all engines entered in the Championship. To ensure equality, the BMW
Engines Type 124EA (K1200RS), are sealed.

The Driver/Entrant is responsible for the completeness and integrity of the seals (please also
see Art. 5.11). These seals will be checked frequently during scrutineering. Only the official
Formula BMW service technicians or the Chief Technical Inspector are permitted to break the
seals.

Administration

The following documents must be presented by the Driver/Entrant:
- Driver/Entrant license

- Driver license

- Championship and Sanctioning Body authorization

- Current Medical Certificate (Physical Examination)

Scrutineering

The Driver/Entrant must present the competing vehicle and mandatory driver safety equipment
for Technical Inspection. The vehicle must be submitted as it is to be used in competition and
must comply to the applicable Technical Regulations.

Upon first presentation of vehicle to the Championship, Formula BMW USA will issue a
Logbook. The Logbook of the vehicle must be submitted with vehicle each time the car is
presented for Technical Inspection. It is the responsibility of the Driver/Entrant to be in
possession of this Logbook at all times.

At scrutineering the Entrant will receive an Engine Control Unit (ECU) for each vehicle, which
is installed by the Team and sealed by the Chief Technical Inspector. This device must be
returned to the Chief Technical Inspector at the latest 30 minutes after the end of the final
post-race impound. Vehicles in final post-race impound must wait for Chief Technical Inspector
approval before removing ECU. Failure to return the unit within the prescribed time may result
in a fine of USD 125.00 and the unit will be sent to Schnitzer for checking. Any costs incurred
will be borne by the Driver/Entrant.

Event Scrutineering

Formula BMW USA will appoint at least one permanent Chief Technical Inspector responsible
for the Technical Inspection of the vehicles at all times during all race events.

In addition to the Formula BMW USA prescribed scrutineering, the vehicles can also be
inspected during and after the event as directed by the Chief Technical Inspector.

In the case of any possible contravention of the Technical Regulations, Formula BMW USA
may direct the permanent Chief Technical Inspector and/or his assistant and one other
Technical Inspector to scrutineer the respective car away from the venue. After thorough
inspection of the parts by the Chief Technical Inspector and/or his assistant a report will be
submitted to the Race Director of the respective Event. The results will remain provisional until
such time as the Race Director decide upon the matter.

The assembly and dismantling of the vehicles is solely the responsibility of the Driver/Entrant.
Reimbursement of expenses for these measures may not be claimed unless awarded upon
determination of a Protest or Appeal according to Article 9 of the IMSA rule book.
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Drivers/Entrants must comply with the directives of the Chief Technical Inspector or his
assistant in respect of the scrutineering and re-scrutineering during and/or after the event.

After each qualifying session and race the vehicles must be presented directly for
scrutineering. The track from the Finish Line to the scrutineering area and the waiting area in
front of scrutineering, are subject to Parc Fermé conditions.

Team personnel are only allowed into areas subject to Parc Fermé conditions at the invitation
of the Chief Technical Inspector or his assistant. Should unauthorized Team personnel be
present in these areas, they render their car liable to exclusion from the qualifying or race.

In Parc Fermé, each Driver must leave their vehicle in neutral gear and ensure that their
steering wheel is reattached to their steering column. Teams must ensure that they have the
required tooling to enable to removal of bodywork and to enable fuel samples to be taken in
Parc Fermé. ltis the responsibility of each Team to ensure that the BMW technicians have
access to their engine(s) in order to set the engine running time of each car, documented in
the memory box, to zero at the end of each event.

Cars will be held in Parc Fermé for a minimum of 15 minutes after each qualifying session and
race.

Cars can only be removed from Parc Fermé under the direction and with written approval of
the Chief Technical Inspector.

3.15.10 Competitors vehicles may not be removed from the Paddock during an Event between pre-

event scrutineering and the end of the Event (that is after the lifting of Parc Fermé conditions
after the second Formula BMW race) except for the purposes of competing in the Rounds
comprised in the Event or with the prior written permission of the Chief Technical Inspector.

3.15.11 Re-Scrutiny / Competitor Availability

Any car involved in an accident, or having been modified in any way after pre-event
scrutineering, must be presented to the Chief Technical Inspector for further examination
before car is permitted back on course.

At any time during an event the Race Director or an Official from Formula BMW USA may
order that a car be re-examined, even if this involves stopping that car during a Qualifying or
Racing event.

If a Driver is involved in a collision or incident, he/she must not leave the circuit (except where
medically evacuated) without the consent of the Race Director, failing which, any
administrative action against or relating to that Competitor may be heard in their absence.

Competitors must remain available at an event until any protest period relating to their race
has elapsed, failing which, any judicial action against or relating to that Competitor may be
heard in their absence.

Driver/Team Manager Briefing

Participation in the official Driver briefings is mandatory for all Drivers. Winners’ podium
presentations and press conferences are mandatory for those applicable Drivers. Absence or
late appearance is subject to a fine of USD125.00 payable immediately. Any repeat of such
conduct renders the perpetrator liable to a more severe penalty.

Advertising on Driver’s Clothing

The following types of sponsorship are excluded from being presented on any sponsorship
area within the Championship:
Tobacco and tobacco products
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Alcohol
Pornography
Contraceptives
Politics
Religion

Formula BMW USA has the right to supply the Driver with official race suits. An official race
suit must be worn at all Official Tests and Events unless permission has been given by
Formula BMW USA to wear a different race suit because BMW has not been able to supply
one. If an official race suit is not provided Formula BMW USA will require the Driver to affix the
BMW logo or the logo of Championship partners in the form of appropriate badges to
designated areas of the Drivers’ clothing. The position of the badges affixed to clothing may
not be altered in any way and may not be obscured. These must remain in position throughout
all Official Tests and Events.

The appearance of the official sponsor areas shown in Sketch 4 must not be modified in any
way. Areas that are not shown as official sponsor areas are available to the Driver free of
charge. Private sponsors must not be placed on the official sponsor areas, nor must official
sponsors be removed from the official sponsor areas for Championship Events, Official Tests,
exhibitions, photographs or video material.

The respective sponsors must first be approved by BMW and Formula BMW USA and must
not contravene the advertising regulations of the International Sporting Code of the FIA
(hereinafter referred to as “the FIA Code”), IMSA or the IMSA Code. Formula BMW USA may
refuse to approve any sponsor that they consider, in their absolute discretion, is a direct
competitor of BMW and/or its associated companies.

The correct attachment of the logos will be checked in the course of scrutineering.

In each qualifying session or race, Drivers finishing in first, second or third place and the Driver
finishing first in the Rookie Cup, must wear the caps provided by Formula BMW USA at the
press conference or during the winners’ podium presentation such that the logo can be seen
from the front. The cap should be removed when the national anthem is played and held in
front of the body so that the logo can be seen from the front.

No caps or drinking bottles may be taken to the winners’ podium unless they have been
provided by Formula BMW USA.

Teams are permitted to attach badges to the clothing of their Team members provided that the
companies represented are not direct competitors of BMW and/or its associated companies or
Formula BMW USA and are not in contravention of the FIA Code or the advertising regulations
of IMSA or the IMSA Code.

In the case of any non-compliance with this Regulation 3.17, Formula BMW USA has the right
to exclude the Driver and/or the Entrant from the Event.

Advertising and Starting Numbers on the Vehicl e

Please see Technical Regulation 5.22 regarding advertising and starting numbers on the
vehicle. Only Championship livery and starting numbers provided by Formula BMW USA may
be used. No reproduction of these items is permitted. Each Driver/Entrant will be provided
with 4 full sets of Championship livery and starting numbers at the start of the season. Any
further requirements will be charged to the Competitor at cost.

Performance of Competitions

The competitions are executed according to the Rules of IMSA, unless specified differently in
the following or in the supplemental regulations of the respective event. Formula BMW USA
reserves the right to adapt individual Rules of these Regulations with the approval of the FI
and/or IMSA. The following Rules are applicable:
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Unless otherwise specified by IMSA, the speed limit in the pits at any time during the event is
60 km/h. Speeding violations may be penalised pursuant to Article 8 of the IMSA Code.
Speeding violations during a race may be penalised with a Black Flag Drive Through Penalty.
Signs and/or lines are used to indicate the beginning and end of the area to which the speed
limit applies.

Both tire scrubbing and overtaking are prohibited whilst cars are being driven from the
Paddock entry point to the Pit Lane or to the Grid. Penalties pursuant to Article 8 of the IMSA
Code and Sporting Codes may be assessed.

3.20 Timing

All Competitors will be required to fit the IMSA Timing Transponder to their cars for the
purpose of accurate timing. These will be issued to registered Competitors prior to the start of
each event and it will be the responsibility of the Competitor to fit these in the car in the
approved manner and location which will be advised by Bulletin. These modules must be in
place and functioning correctly for all on track sessions. Competitors will be charged for repair
or replacement of the modules due to accident damage, misuse or loss at any time during the
season.

3.21 Wet Session

3.21.1 If the Race Director indicates “wet session” prior to any practice, qualifying session or race,
rain tires are allowed for use during this practice, qualifying session or race only. If slick tires
are being used, only the slick tires being signed and registered for this event are permitted.
The Race Director reserves the right to prescribe the compulsory use of rain tires. The number
of rain tires is free and will not be marked by the Chief Technical Inspector.

3.21.2 When a "wet session” has been declared, the rear light must be illuminated at all times.
3.22  Practice Session

Each Championship event will have a total of 40 minutes free practice scheduled*. Should
any free practice session be disrupted, the Race Director shall not be obliged to resume the
session or re-run the session to achieve the Championship criteria and the decision of the
Race Director shall be final.

Should the need arise to stop a free practice session, the procedures will be as shown in the
IMSA Code.

Should the need arise to stop a practice session teams will be allowed to perform work on their
cars in pit lane unless specifically informed by the Race Director otherwise. The use of electric
battery powered tools will be allowed in the pits provided the battery is an integral protected
component of the tool.

Free practice sessions are not guaranteed at Formula 1 support races. The schedule for
these events will be confirmed by Bulletin.

*Events held in support of Formula 1 exempted.

3.23  Qualifying

3.23.1 A qualifying session of 20 minutes for each race is scheduled at each event. Should any
qualifying session be disrupted, the Race Director shall not be obliged to resume the session
or re-run the session to achieve the Championship criteria and the decision of the Race

Director shall be final.

3.23.2 During a qualifying session, all competing cars must remain in the Pit Lane whilst not on the
track. Except with the express permission of the Race Director, no competing car is allowed in

the Pit Garages or Paddock areas until such time as the qualifying session has ended and the
car cleared from any post qualifying scrutineering checks and released from Parc Fermé.

Should the need arise to stop a qualifying session, the procedures will be as shown in the
IMSA code.

Should the need arise to stop a qualifying session teams will be allowed to perform work on
their cars in pit lane unless specifically informed by the Race Director otherwise. The use of
electric battery powered tools will be allowed in the pits provided the battery is an integral
protected component of the tool.

The qualifying minimum for the starting admission to any race is the fastest classified lap in the
official qualifying plus 30%. On principle, Drivers not achieving this qualifying are not admitted
to start. The final decision is made by the Race Director.

The line-up on the starting grid for the first race will be decided according to the results from
the 1% qualifying session. The line-up on the starting grid for the 2" race will be decided
according to the results from the 2" qualifying session. In the case of only one qualifying
session, the best time for each Driver will determine the grid positions for the first race and the
second best time of each Driver will determine the grid positions for the second race.

Each Driver must drive at least one timed qualifying lap. If a Driver fails to complete a timed
qualifying lap authorization to start the race may be denied.

Where, through force majeure, it is not possible for Formula BMW USA to hold a qualifying
session, the grid will be formed according to the current Championship point positions in the
Drivers classification with the points leader allocated pole position, second place allocated
second position, and so on. Where there is a tie on points, the Driver with the best result in
the previous round will take priority. If it is not possible to hold a qualifying session at the first
event, the grid will be determined by draw.

In the event that a Driver cannot participate in the qualifying session for the second race due
to damage sustained in the first race, the Driver may be allowed to participate in the second
race at the discretion of the Race Director. When allowed to participate, the Driver will start at
the back of the grid. In the event that two or more Drivers do not participate in qualifying for
the second race due to damage sustained in the first race, the Drivers will be gridded at the
rear of the grid based on the current points positions in the Drivers’ Championship. In the
event of a tie, the Driver with the best result in the previous Round will get the higher grid
position at the rear of the qualified grid. In the case of the first race event of the
Championship, the qualifying order for the first race will determine the grid position for the
Drivers without a qualifying time for the second race, behind all Drivers with earned qualifying
times.

Start
The start of all Rounds is a Standing Start.

When the signal is given, the cars will be released on to the track behind the Official
Championship Safety car (or IMSA Pace Car) and execute a warm-up lap. Once the assembly
of cars has left the assembly area, the assembly area and pit lane will be closed. Any car
unable to join the group of cars following the Safety car shall be held in the pit lane and may
only start the Race after the last car to take the start (green flag) has passed the pit lane exit
on the first racing lap, and shall do so only under the direction of the pit lane Officials.

During this lap the cars will keep in formation with no overtaking and the pace will be set by
the Championship Safety Car. No practice starts may be executed during the course of this
lap. At the end of this lap, the Safety Car will stop at the front of the grid and the cars will take
up their starting positions behind it. Drivers must safely expedite this procedure and follow
directions and commands of Official personnel.

The grid formation will be 2 x 2, unless the supplemental rules for the event or the Track
License specify otherwise, with Pole Position in the position designated on the Track License
which under usual circumstances would be on the “clean” side of the track. The rows on the
grid must be separated by at least 8 metres.

The countdown procedure sequence will be:

3 minutes to the start of the green flag lap — audible warning, clear grid of all
personnel except for Officials and one Team member per car to start the engine

1 minute to go to the start of the green flag lap — audible warning, start engines, clear
entire grid

30 seconds to the start of the green flag lap — audible and visual warning, start of the
green flag lap behind the Safety Car

During the green flag lap the cars will remain in formation with no overtaking and the pace will
be set by the Safety car. Excessive weaving to warm-up the tires (using more than 50% of the
track width) and falling back to accelerate and undertake practice starts, are both prohibited.
At the end of this lap the Safety Car will pull off the circuit and into pit lane and the cars will
take up their grid positions.

Any cars unable to start the green flag lap or start the race are required to indicate their
situation by waving their hand in the air to the start line Officials.

Any Driver unable to maintain their grid position on the green flag lap to the extent that all
other cars move ahead of them, may complete the green flag lap but must remain at the rear
of the last row of the grid but ahead of any cars starting with a time delay (penalty). Any Driver
unable to maintain their grid position on the green flap lap, but who still has other moving cars
behind him/her, may regain their allocated grid position. However, this must be undertaken by
exercising maximum caution.

A 5-second board will be shown to indicate that the grid is complete and that the start light
sequence is imminent. After 5 seconds the start light sequence will begin with the illumination
of the first of the red lights. At approximately 1 second intervals the next red lights will be
illuminated until all red lights are illuminated. When all red lights are illuminated the field is now
considered to be under “starter’s orders” and rules pertaining to false starts are in effect. After
a delay of 2 to 7 seconds the race is started by all iluminated red lights being extinguished..

From the time the field is under “Starters Orders” until the start signal is displayed, it is not
permitted for Competitors to move forward or backward sufficiently to gain an advantage or to
impede another Competitor The movement of Competitors during this period will be judged
solely by the officials. The mandatory penalty for a “False Start” is a Black Flag Stop and Go
penalty under green flag conditions. In accordance with Art. 9.1.2 (1) of the IMSA Code any
action or decision (or any alleged inaction or nondecision) taken by or imposed by the Race
Director, Stewards or IMSA officials in this regard is not subject to Protest or Appeal.

Any cars removed from the grid after the 3-minute signal or driven into the pit lane at the end
of the green flag lap shall be held on the pit lane and may only start the race after the last car
to take the start from the grid has passed the pit lane exit on the first racing lap, but shall do so
under the instruction of the pit lane marshal.

Start Delay Procedure

If the starter deems that the start needs to be delayed, he will display a “Start Delayed”
Board, in conjunction with a red flag.. The countdown sequence will then recommence from
the 1-minute board and the race may be started by the use of a flag if all Drivers have been
informed of the change of start signal. The race distance will be reduced by 1 lap.

The penalty for a breach of any article of this Regulation 3.24 (e.g. false start) may include a
Black Flag drive-through Penalty.

Safety Car

IMSA reserves the right to use a Safety Car at the behest of the Race Director. The Safety Car
is used in compliance with the IMSA Code.

Races

Two Rounds each, covering a minimum distance of 37.5 miles (60 km) wherever possible,
each preceded by a warm-up lap, as the case may be with a Safety car, will be held per event.
The distance will be converted into a specific number of laps and announced during the
Drivers’ Meeting in a Bulletin for each event.

If the defined race distance has not been achieved by the leading Driver after 30 minutes have
elapsed, the leader will be shown the checkered flag the next time he/she passes the Finishing
Line. In this case, notification of the last lap will be advised to Driver/Entrants by the showing
of a white flag on the Start/Finish Line. The Finishing Line applies both to the course and the
pit lane.

Classification

Classification is determined according to the Code. First is the Driver, who, on completion of
the race and after consideration of all penalties, has covered the prescribed distance in the
shortest time.

All Drivers who have started will be classified if they have covered a minimum of 51% of the
distance of the winner.

If the distance is shortened or the race stopped and is not restarted, Drivers will be awarded
the following points / prize money:

75% min. of the prescribed distance
50% min. of the prescribed distance
Less than 50% of the prescribed distance

100% points / prize money
50% points / prize money
0% points / prize money

A race will be classified only if at least 10 Drivers have taken the start.
Awarding of Points - Driver Classification

At each Round the following points will be awarded to the Drivers listed as classified finishers
in the Final Results as follows:

In the event of any provisional race results being revised after any presentations have been
made and such revisions affect the distribution of any trophies, the Competitors concerned
must return the trophies to the Series Manager in good condition within 14 days of request.

Awarding of Points - Team Classification
Points will be awarded to the highest placed car from each Team in each Round (provided that

they are listed as classified finishers in the Final Results) as per the format of points scoring
for the Driver classification.

Prize money will be paid out to the Championship registered Drivers after the Championship
results have been declared Final at the end of the season. Drivers are responsible for any tax
obligations resulting from the receipt of the prize money.

Points are only allocated after the vehicles have been passed by the Chief Technical Inspector

following inspection in conformity with the Technical Sporting Code and Championship
Regulations, and once the Race Director has approved the results.

BMW or official suppliers to the Championship may use the prize money to offset any
outstanding debts and Championship fines owed to them at the end of the season. Anticipated
prize money may not be used to offset ongoing bills during the course of the season by the
Teams and/or Drivers.

Driver’s Title

The Driver with the overall highest number of points in the Final year-end Championship
classification is awarded the title:

“Formula BMW USA Champion 2006”

In the case of tied points, the larger amount of first, second and possibly further placings in the
Rounds of the Championship determines the winner. If the points are still tied after that, the
best position in the last race will be the determining factor.

Team Title

The Team with the overall highest number of points in the Final year-end Formula BMW USA
Team classification is the winner of the:

“Formula BMW USA Team Trophy 2006”
In the case of tied points, the winner is defined according Chapter 3.30.

Exclusion from the Championship, From the Clas  sification, Disallowance of the Prize
Money

Violations of these Rules and Regulations, by Teams and Drivers, the Technical Sporting

Code or special conditions, and cases of bad sportsmanship, in particular unsportsmanlike like

driving, depending on the severity of the infringement, may result in a reduction of prize
money, exclusion from the placing of the event or even exclusion from the Championship by
Formula BMW USA in consultation with the Race Director.

Decisions by the Race Director in this regard are not subject to Protest or Appeal.
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Protest and Appeal
The procedures of the IMSA Code are applicable to Protests and Appeals.
Barring of Legal Proceedings and Limitation of Liabilities

The provisions of the IMSA Code and the IMSA Releas e and Waiver of Liability form
apply to all Entrants and Participants in any Champ  ionship activities and events. And in
case of any conflict of language, the language oft  he IMSA Code and such Releases and
Waivers of Liability shall control.

The decisions of IMSA, their jurisdiction, the Stewards or the event Organizer in their function
as jurors are barred from legal action.

No claims for compensation of any nature whatsoever may be derived from any action taken
or decisions made by IMSA, the Series Organizer, Formula BMW USA, Mygale S.A.R.L.,
Schnitzer Automobile Technik, emotive, the parent organization of emotive, its affiliates, and
subsidiaries, or BMW AG or other sponsors and their representatives or agents,
representatives of IMSA and the Series Organizer, — also on the part of a legal representative
or an agent of the group of people released from liability — and apart from other damages that
result from gross negligence — also on the part of a legal representative or an agent of the
group of people released from liability.

Implied liability exclusions shall not be affected by the above liability exclusion clause.
Waiver of Liabilities

The provisions of the IMSA Code and the IMSA Releas e and Waiver of Liability form
apply to all Entrants and Participants in any Champ  ionship activities and events. And in
case of any conflict of language, the language oft  he IMSA Code and such Releases and
Waivers of Liability shall control.

Drivers and Entrants declare with submission of the Entry Form that they waive any claim
whatsoever to compensation for damages that arise in connection with the event, against:

IMSA, the member organizations of IMSA, its presidents, members, officials, managing
directors, general secretaries, other sponsors, full-time staff members and other bodies,

Formula BMW USA, Mygale S.A.R.L., Schnitzer automobile Technik, BMW AG, BMW
Motorsport, emotive, the parent organization of emotive, its affiliates, and subsidiaries, its
presidents, chairmen, managing directors, general secretaries, members and full-time staff
members

The Event Organizer, officials, assistants and the race course owners

Authorities, racing services, manufacturers and all other persons connected with the
organization of the event

The carriers of road work costs for damages due to the nature of the road to be used in the
event including all accessories,

The vicarious agents of all above-mentioned persons and institutions, that arises in
connection with the event (free practice and qualifying, warm-up, racing, official tests)— also
on the part of a representative or agent of the group of people released from liability — and
apart from any other damages that result from gross negligence — also on the part of a legal
representative or an agent of the group of people released from liability.

The liability waiver shall come into force for all those persons involved on submission of the
Entry Form.

The liability exclusion shall be applicable to any claims based on any legal grounds
whatsoever, in particular to claims for damages arising from contractual or non-contractual
liability and for claims arising from illegal actions.

Implied liability exclusions shall not be affected by the above liability exclusion clause.

If any injury occurs or is identified in the course of the event or in the case of injury to health
that could affect the capacity to participate in motorsport permanently or temporarily, the
undersigned shall release all doctors carrying out treatment — in respect of the risk to the
safety of third parties that may arise there from — from their duty to maintain patient
confidentiality in respect of the officials acting in a position of responsibility at the event (Race
Medical Officer, Race Director, Clerk of Course, Stewards).

The participants are aware that a personal accident insurance for Drivers is included in the
event licence and that the Series Organizer has concluded a personal accident insurance for
the marshals and assistants, and a liability insurance at standard conditions for organizers and
participants. The Participants are aware that in the event of claims for third-party liability
between Competitors, Drivers, vehicle keepers and vehicle owners, the policy of the liability
insurance for organizers and participants only covers personal injury (not damage to property).
Participants are also aware of the level of the insured sum.

Responsibility, Changes to the Rules and Regul  ations, Cancellation of the Event

Participants (including Competitors, Drivers, Entrants and Keepers) take part in events at their
own risk.

Formula BMW USA, IMSA and the Event Organizers shall retain the right to make any
necessary changes to the Rules and Regulations in accordance with the IMSA Code.

Particularly in cases of force majeure or for reasons of safety or in order to meet government
directives, IMSA and/or the Event Organizer shall retain the right to undertake any necessary
changes to the Rules and Regulations, or also to cancel the event, if this becomes necessary
due to extraordinary circumstances, without being under any liability for damages
whatsoever.

Insurance Coverages /Responsibility for Person  al Property

Section 4.5 of the IMSA Code specifies the applicable insurance coverages for all
Championship events.

The vehicles and equipment parked or kept in the paddock/pit area are not insured by the
Event Organizer and remain there at the owner’s risk.

Authoritative Regulation Text

Only the English text version of the 2006 IMSA Code and these Regulations are authoritative.
Recognition of Regulations

Each Driver, Entrant and Team of the Championship confirms and recognizes the authority of
the present Regulations, the IMSA Code, and the FIA Code including annexes and the
invitation conditions of the respective Event Organizer with their signature on the "Application
of Entry“.

Conduct

IMSA Code Article 5.10 shall apply in its entirety to Formula BMW USA personnel and/or
Formula BMW USA appointed officials to the same extent that it applies to IMSA officials.

TV Rights / Advertising and Television Rights
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Each Driver and Team authorize BMW and Formula BMW USA (during 2006 and thereafter)
to use and reuse and license the use of images and representations of the cars competing in
the Championship, and the name, images and representations of the Driver, the Team and
Team paraphernalia including (insofar as the same appear on the clothing worn by the Driver
or on Team paraphernalia or on the cars driven by the Driver in the Championship) the logo
and decals of all sponsors of the Driver and/or the Team for the purposes of producing
merchandise exploiting the reputation of the Championship and all elements of the
Championship.

Each Driver and Team acknowledges, agrees and authorizes during 2006 and thereafter that
BMW, Formula BMW USA and those authorized by it have the exclusive right to produce or
authorize the production of interactive games of the Championship and games including
images and representations of the cars competing in the Championship, and the name,
images and representations of the Driver, the Team and Team paraphernalia including (insofar
as the same appear on the clothing worn by the Driver or on Team paraphernalia or on the
cars driven by the Driver in the Championship) the logo and decals of all sponsors of the
Driver and/or the Team.

Each Driver and Team authorize BMW and Formula BMW USA at all times to use and licence
others to use all images of the Championship and other material relating to the Championship
including images and representations of the cars competing in the Championship, and the
name, images and representations of the Driver, the Team and Team paraphernalia including
(insofar as the same appear on the clothing worn by the Driver or on Team paraphernalia or
on the cars driven by the Driver in the Championship) the logo and decals of all sponsors of
the Driver and/or the Team in marketing and packaging material and commercial
advertisements exploiting the Championship or merchandise of the Championship or any
individual elements of the Championship.

The winner of the Formula BMW USA Championship 2006 and the Formula BMW USA
Rookie of the Year 2006 agree not to announce or authorize any third party to announce any
commitments with any other motor manufacturers apart from BMW prior to 15 December
2006.

All cars must carry an on-board camera during Events at the request of the official TV
Production Company or Formula BMW USA. No other on-board, still or motion picture
cameras will be permitted during Events or Official Tests.

All recording and broadcast rights for the Championship, for terrestrial television and for cable
and satellite broadcasting, all video rights and all other rights relating to any other possible
media (Internet etc.) are vested in BMW and Formula BMW USA at all times. Any form of
recording, transmission, repeat or reproduction of the same for commercial purposes is
prohibited without the express written agreement of Formula BMW USA and BMW.

Participants who are entered for the Championship will receive, on request, a non-exclusive
right relating to the use of television material of the Championship for expositions and internal
purposes without payment of rights fees but subject to payment of any technical costs incurred
by BMW and/or Formula BMW USA. Requests should be made to: Formula BMW USA, BMW
of North America, LLC, Attention: Alex Schmuck, 300 Chestnut Ridge Road, Woodcliff Lake,
NJ 07675, United States of America.

Formula BMW may assign these rights at its absolute discretion.

A non-exclusive right relating to the use of television material of the Championship by
sponsors, advertisers or for any other type of commercial exploitation may be obtained from
BMW and Formula BMW USA upon payment of a rights fee. Applications must be made in
writing to Formula BMW USA.

Use of BMW and IMSA Logos and Titles
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The reproduction and use of any BMW or IMSA logo or mark by any Driver, Entrant or Team,
or any persons associated with them, is strictly prohibited. The reproduction and use of any
BMW or IMSA registered name and/or title is also strictly prohibited, with the exception of the
title “Formula BMW USA” which may only be used in a form authorized by BMW. Drivers,
Entrants, Teams or any persons associated with them who wish to utilize this title should apply
to the Series Manager at Formula BMW USA for the authorized artwork.

Each Driver, Entrant or Team, and any persons associated with them, agree that at all times
they will refer to the full Championship title “Formula BMW USA” in any material they may
produce.

All caps produced by a Driver or Team must contain the official writing “Formula BMW USA”
on the side.

Drivers, Entrants and Teams are not permitted to enter into an agreement with a sponsor who
is a direct competitor of BMW, IMSA or their associated companies. Competitors of other
Championship sponsors or Championship partners are permissible. They may also not enter a
sponsorship agreement, which is in contravention of the IMSA Code, these Regulations, the
FIA Code or the national competition Rules of the Formula BMW USA.

Formula BMW USA and IMSA reserve the right to suspend or exclude Competitors in breach
of this Regulation 3.42 from the event or the Championship until such time as the breach has
been remedied to their satisfaction

Specific Regulations for Drivers

Drivers may not consume nor be under the influence of, to any degree, alcohol, illegal, banned
or controlled substances during the course of each Event or Official Test.

Penalties
Technical Penalties:

If a vehicle/component is sealed for subsequent technical examination the Chief Technical
Inspector will state to the Competitor/Entrant that he will examine the vehicle/component on a
stated date and time and at a specified location and the sealed items must be made available
for his inspection. These arrangements may not be varied by the Team or Driver. If a
vehicle/component is not made available for an eligibility examination as required by the Chief
Technical Inspector, it will be considered as ineligible and will be reported as such to the Race
Director for the application of penalties as laid down in the IMSA code and these Regulations.

Any Competitor whose car is deemed to be ineligible under the 2006 Technical Regulations
will be subject to the penalties laid down by the Race Director as referenced in the IMSA code
except where amended by these Regulations. In addition the Race Director may, at their
discretion, apply an increased penalty which could include exclusion from part or all of the
Championship.

Sporting Penalties:

Any Team and/or Driver who is found to have breached the 2006 Sporting Regulations will be
subject to the penalties laid down in the IMSA code except where amended by these
Regulations. In addition, the Race Director is empowered to take further action if they deem it
necessary which could include a reduction in prize money, deduction of Championship points
(to a maximum of 20 points), exclusion from the results of the Event or even exclusion from
the Championship or other penalties as specified in the IMSA Code.

Breaches of driving standards will be firmly dealt with. If the Race Director wishes to view
video evidence from the authorized TV company, circuit video and/or data logging evidence in
order to assist with their enquiry into a suspected breach of driving standards they may order
that the results remain provisional and they may take administrative action at a later date.

Specific Regulations for All

Consistent with the stated expectations and goals of Formula BMW USA, the public
consumption of alcoholic beverages in the Formula BMW USA Series’ Paddock area at any
time by any Entrant, Team members or guests of the Team is expressly prohibited.

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS FOR THE FORMULA BMW USA RO OKIE CUP

Preamble

The Championship includes a separate classification, the Formula BMW USA Rookie Cup
2006 (hereinafter referred to as Rookie Cup).

Independently of the Rookie Cup classification, all the participants in the Rookie Cup are also
classified for the Championship.

Participants

To be eligible for the Rookie Cup, Drivers must have been born between 1987 through 1990
(inclusive) and must have entered the Championship. Drivers who turn the age of sixteen (16)
during the calendar year of competition are eligible to compete in the Championship. They
must not have previously participated in an International/National race series in automobile
racing., nor in a car race prior to 2005 and may have participated in no more than four
automobile races within the year of 2005 with the following schooling series :

Skip Barber Racing School Regional Championships only

Jim Russell/ESPN school race series

Bertil Roos School Series

Bridgestone Racing Academy
Participants withholding information about prior race experience upon registration will be
excluded from the Rookie Cup classification and may be subject to a fine under the IMSA
code.

Championship Registration

No specific registration for the Rookie Cup is necessary. The registration for the Championship
is sufficient. Rookie Cup participants must provide proof of their date of birth (e.g. photocopy of
birth certificate or relevant page from their passport) with their application for registration.
Formula BMW USA may reject registration for the Rookie Cup with an indication of the
rejection reasons.

Classification/ Awarding of Points

At each Round the following points will be awarded to the Rookie Cup Drivers listed as
classified finishers in the Final Results as follows:

New vehicles may only be purchased through BMW AG.

Admissibility of parts of an older version is
also defined in the latest version of the Formula BMW Spare Parts catalogue. The latest
version of the Formula BMW Spare Parts Catalogue is defined by Bulletin. Other parts are not
allowed (e.g. floors, steering wheel spacers, etc.). Itis also prohibited to modify parts (e.g.
wheel bearings, polishing of gear box parts, etc.).

A Formula BMW USA issued Vehicle Log Book is mandatory.

Work may be carried out that constitutes part of the normal maintenance of the vehicle or
serves to replace parts that have been damaged by wear and tear or by an accident. Itis
forbidden to add or omit material, or modify in any manner, unless expressly permitted to do
so by these Regulations.

Modifications may only be performed and auxiliary units may only be installed within the
specified limits defined below. Parts damaged by wear and tear or accident must be replaced

Any repairs undertaken to parts of the bodywork as a result of an accident are permissible (in
conformity with the definition in Appendix J, Article 275-1.4). However, such repairs may only
be carried out under the condition that the material and dimensions of the original part and
these Regulations are complied with. The part identification number or the hologram sticker
must not be affected by the repair.

Standard fixing components on the finished vehicle such as nuts, screws, washers, lock
washers, spring washers, and cotter pins may be replaced by standard parts of equal or
higher quality, and must comply with the appropriate standard. All non-original fasteners must
be of the same type, size, length and pitch. Titanium is forbidden for use as a material in bolts.

Nylstop nuts may be
replaced by Kay nuts.

Quick fasteners for clutch and fuel lines are permissible if specifications for motorsport are
complied with.

All modifications included in the User Manual Mechanics and the User Manual Engineering of
the car are allowed.

Any individual adaptation (rework) of the driver's dead pedal (P no. 7 772 745) is permissible.
Formula BMW USA may require auxiliary units to be fitted (cameras, control units, etc.).
Vehicle Minimum Weight and Ballast

At any time during an Event, the minimum weight of the vehicle must be 545kg (1202 Ibs),
including, the Driver and race wear (helmet, overall, etc.).

If ballast has to be added to the vehicle, only parts listed in the Formula BMW Spare Parts
Catalogue may be used (P no. 7749141 and P no. 7749142 or P no. 7748873 and P no.
7748743).

To ensure that the position of the Driver is not affected, up to a
maximum of 25 kg may be attached. The attachment and the mounting points between the
bulkhead and the Driver's seat must be used as provided by the manufacturer. The mounting
must withstand a deceleration of at least 25g.

If a vehicle loses a part during qualifying or race, the weight of this part may be taken into
account during weighing-in. Following consultation with the Chief Technical Inspector, the
Race Director will determine whether any lost part should be taken into account at weigh-in.

Emission Specifications / Catalytic Converter
The catalytic converter must be used in conformity with DMSB Homologation no. FB 9074-10.

The function of the catalytic converter must be guaranteed at all times. Any protests against
the conversion rate of the catalytic converter are not permissible.

Noise Regulations

The maximum admissible noise limit value is 107 dB(A) measured at 0.5m and 45°to the
exhaust outlet at any rpm. All measures which are taken to ensure that the maximum noise
limit is not exceeded must be permanent in nature and must not be removed by the exhaust
gas pressure. This sound level is subject to the discretion of the Chief Technical Inspector who
shall remain absolute “Judge of Fact” in all sound control measurements. Exceeding these
sound limits may result in penalties at the discretion of the Chief Technical Inspector. These
penalties are not subject to protest or appeal. In the event of a total exhaust system failure the
race car will be black flagged. This decision is not subject to protest or appeal.

The Fire Extinguisher system must be fully functional and armed at all times whilst the car is
taking part in any on-track activity.

Prior to each Qualifying Session and Race, the Chief Technical Inspector and/or the Formula
BMW technicians will check in the Assembly Area that the fire extinguisher on each car is
switched on. Any car not complying will not be permitted to proceed to the Grid or take part in
the Qualifying Session / Race until such time as the fire extinguisher has been fully activated
by the Team. It is not the responsibility of the scrutineer or technician to activate the
extinguisher. In addition, the matter will be reported to the Race Director who will impose a
fine of USD 125 upon the Entrant for such non-compliance.

At the end of each Qualifying Session and Race, the Chief Technical Inspector and/or the
Formula BMW technicians will check in the Parc Fermé area that the fire extinguisher on each
car is switched on. Any car not complying will be reported to the Race Director who will
impose a fine of USD 125 upon the Entrant for first offence non-compliance. For a repeat or
subsequent repeats of non-compliance in Parc Fermé by the same Competitor, the Race
Director may apply an increased fine and/or may exclude the Competitor concerned from that
Qualifying Session or Race.

FORS (Formula Rescue Seat) and Seat Position

The lateral seat shell fixation (P no. 7749077) in the neck area of the seat shell must be bolted
into the lowest holes possible for the safety belt fixation bracket of the shoulder belt.

The Drivers helmet must not exceed a maximum distance of 50 mm from the front part of the
head restraint. This value is measured in the normal Driver’s position, taking into account
Article 275 15.2.2. (See Appendix, sketch 5).

The manufacture of individual seat cushions on the seat shell is permissible. The length (B)
and width of the seat foam must not project beyond the outermost points of the seat shell (see
Appendix, sketch 2). The seat foam must not have any sharp edges in the area of the neck. A
second seat cushion may be positioned between the front edge of the seat shell and the first
bulkhead in the monocoque in order to provide longitudinal stability for the Driver. It must be
possible to remove this additional seat cushion independently without removing the seat shell
or the seat cushion on the seat shell. The black leg belts of the seat shell must lie on top of the
additional cushion. It must be possible to fasten all belts when the Driver is seated without
removing any seat cushion and without the Driver having to move their back.

The body must project at least 50 mm over the seat foam in a projection along an axis
transverse to the direction of motion (see Appendix, sketch 2, distance A).

The height of the seat foam must be selected such that when the belt is fastened on the
shoulder of the Driver, it is at an angle between 70°and 90°to the rear panel of the
monocoque (see Appendix, sketch 2). This height must not be exceeded over the entire width
of the seat shell, i.e. including the area of the neck.

The Velcro tapes attached in the head area of the seat shell must be folded forward in the
direction of motion under the head restraint. Affixing Velcro tapes with adhesive tape is
prohibited.

The shoulder pads may be used in the version outer part and thick inner part, outer part and
thin inner part or only outer part. In each case, it must be assured, that, in normal installed
position, the shoulders of the Driver touch the shoulder pads. In case that only the outer parts
are used, the dovetails must be closed and flush with the exterior surface.

The Driver’'s helmet must have a minimum vertical distance of 50mm measured perpendicular
from a projected straight line between the roll over bar and the front of the chassis.

Formula BMW USA reserves the right to introduce an unbranded control fuel at any time.

Standard, unleaded Super Plus fuel (DIN EN 228) is specified. However, there should at no
time be any other petrol present in the fuel tank or the fuel system other than petrol taken from
the fuelling point prescribed by Formula BMW USA for the specific event. Any change to the
specified fuel is prohibited. No substance of any kind may be added or removed, and no
changes in concentration are permitted. Cooling measures are not permissible.

No refuelling is permitted during qualifying sessions nor prior to the completion of post
qualifying scrutineering. Failure to comply will result in the exclusion of that Competitor from
that qualifying session.

No refuelling is permitted on the Starting grid, during races nor prior to the completion of post
race scrutineering. Failure to comply will result in the exclusion of that Competitor from the
race results.

Competitors that are selected to provide fuel samples may also be required to provide proof
that they obtained their fuel from the nominated source.

Castrol TWS oil or Castrol RS10 W60 ail is the only engine oil that may be used. They may
not be mixed. Any change to the specified oil is prohibited. No substance of any kind may be
added or removed, and no changes in concentration are permitted.

Castrol SAF XJ 75W40 is the only gearbox oil that may be used. Any additives are not
allowed.

Engine

Only the sealed original engine type 124 EA (P no. 7772255) is authorized (please also see
Art. 3.12).

Engines with broken seals are reported and are disqualified from further use in the
Championship.

If the seal on the engine data recorder is broken, the engine has to be rebuilt. This rebuild is
performed at the cost of the Competitor responsible for the vehicle.

Only maintenance work not entailing damage to the seals may be carried out on the engine.
When accessible parts are replaced, only original BMW parts for the 124EA engine type listed
in the latest Formula BMW Spare Parts Catalogue may be used.

At the request of the Chief Technical Inspector, Competitors must attach a test probe,
provided by Formula BMW USA, in the additional opening in the exhaust in front of the
catalytic converter at any time during the event.

Anti-Roll Bars

Identification of vehicle parts

All parts of the vehicle relevant to safety or performance must be identified by a number, a
seal or a transponder so as to create a level playing field. No modifications to these
identifications are permissible. The hologram stickers on the bodywork parts must not be
painted over.

All parts that have to carry a hologram sticker are identified in the latest Formula BMW Spare
Parts Catalogue. A part is no longer permissible if it does not bear the hologram and it is
subject to the examination of the manufacturer. Damaged or loose holograms may only be
replaced by new holograms from the Chief Technical Inspector. The completeness of the
holograms according to the listing in the Formula BMW spare part catalogue is the
responsibility of the Driver/Entrant/Team.

It is the Driver/Entrant/Teams responsibility to inspect and ensure that all part holograms are
in place and accounted for prior to tech inspection at each event.

To prevent hologram stickers becoming loose or damaged, it is allowed to cover the
holograms with transparent tape.

Wheels and Tires

The nominated tire supplier for this Championship is Michelin. Only tyres authorised by these
Regulations may be used in this Championship.

Championship Events: 2 front and 2 rear tires per Driver must be selected from the prescribed
stock at the Michelin Race Service a minimum of one hour before the first qualifying session
commences on an event weekend. These tires must be identified and recorded by the Chief
Technical Inspector. 1 front tire and 1 rear tire are additionally authorized, thereby allowing a
maximum of 6 tires per Driver to be used at an event. These 2 additional tires can be selected
at any time during the event from the prescribed stock at the Michelin Race Service, and
identified and recorded before use. The selected tires are related to the Driver and are
prescribed from the beginning of the first qualifying session to the end of the second race and
may not be exchanged between Drivers. It is not permitted to use tires that have been used at
a previous Event or Test.

For Free Practice, a maximum of 3 front tires and 3 rear tires that were identified and recorded
for the Driver at the previous Championship on-track activity in which he/she participated may
be used. In the case of a new Driver entering the Championship and thus not able provide
tires that have been previously identified and recorded for the Driver, the number and type of
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tire permitted is as shown above except that instead of previously nominated tires the Driver
may present any “used” tire (that is a Formula BMW tire which is not from the prescribed stock
at the Michelin Race Service) for nomination, up to the maximum number permitted. These
tires must be authenticated as “used” by the Chief Technical Inspector prior to the start of Free
Practice.

At events which utilize a pre race warm up session, Teams will be required to use the same
tires which were utilized for that events practice sessions.

Tires may not be exchanged once they have been selected at an event and identified or
recorded by the Chief Technical Inspector, unless a tire has verifiable damage that can be
traced to the production process or is due to an accident. The Chief Technical Inspector is
empowered to decide whether the relevant tire may be exchanged or not. Tires damaged due
to a crash or spin may be replaced with tires that have similar wear under the discretion of the
Chief Technical Inspector.

The use of installed tire valve caps will be mandatory during all test, practice, qualifying, and
race, on track sessions.

The Chief Technical Inspector reserves the right to impound tires before, between and after
qualifying sessions and races as follows:

Impounding of Tires

To facilitate the process of impounding tires Teams are required to supply (1) wheeled dollie
for each car’s set of race event mounted tires. This dollie must hold a total of (6) mounted
wheels and tires: (3) Fronts and (3) Rears. A vertical stacking method is required to fully utilize
the space available for tire impound. Marking the dollie with the Team name and car number is
advised. Information regarding a suitable wheeled dollie is available form the Series
Administrative offices.

a. Slick tires will be selected by the Team in accordance with Technical Regulation 5.17. and
retained within the compound allocated to the tire supplier. At this time a Team member may
be given access to the compound, but may only adjust their tire pressures, measure their tires
and add their own markings to their selected tires.

b. Within 45 minutes of the published finishing time of each qualifying session and the first race
of the event, all nominated tires must be returned to the tire suppliers’ compound by the Team.
Upon return, tires will be checked by the Chief Technical Inspector and/or the Tire
Administrator and their assistant and then be retained in a secure storage area.

c. The only exception to point b above is on any occasion that the car concerned is not in the
possession of the Team. For example, this could be because of in-depth examination of the
car by the Chief Technical Inspector or an on-track incident which has resulted in the
breakdown staff being unable to return the car in time.

Release of Tires

a. Tires will be released for collection from the tire suppliers’ compound one hour prior to the
scheduled starting time of the next Formula BMW USA track activity.

b. The responsibility of collecting the tires and refitting them to the cars rests with the Team.
However, it must also be borne in mind that the Event schedule may be brought forward under
certain circumstances.

Penalty

Failure to comply with the above procedure may render the Competitor liable to the following

There is a free choice as to the number of rain tires. The only rain tires permitted to be used at
any time must be the original profile of the tire manufacturer authorized for this Championship.

Any chemical and/or thermal and mechanical treatment of the tires is prohibited. Cleaning
Slick tires with hair dryer and manual accessories, such as scrapers, filler knives, etc., is
permissible. It is not permissible to subject rain tires to mechanical processing. Any action for
increasing the temperature of the tires before lining up for the start of Practice, Qualifying or
Race is not permissible. Any action for decreasing the temperature of the tires before lining
up for the start of Practice, Qualifying or Race is not permissible.

Covering the tires on the starting grid is not permissible.

Official Tests - The following tires are permitted for use by each Driver: 2 front and 2 rear tires
selected from the prescribed stock at the Michelin Race Service plus 3 front tires and 3 rear
tires that were identified and recorded for the Driver at the previous Championship on-track
activity in which he/she participated. If the previous on-track activity was an Event, the Driver
must use the tires identified and recorded for him/her at that Event. If the previous on-track
activity was an Official Test, the Driver must use the tires identified and recorded for him/her at
that Official Test. However, at the first Official Test of the Year, the following tires are
permitted for use by each Driver: 4 front and 4 rear tires may be selected from the prescribed
stock at the Michelin Race Service.

The selected tires are related to the Driver and are prescribed for the whole test. Tires may
not be exchanged at an Official Test, unless a tire has verifiable damage that can be traced to
the production process or is due to an accident. The Chief Technical Inspector is empowered
to decide whether the relevant tires may be exchanged or not. There is no restriction on the
number of rain tires that may be used at an Official Test.

Vehicle Dimensions

The dimensions of the vehicle are listed in the Appendix, Sketch 3. The specified values
should be regarded as maximum values.

Aerodynamic Devices

The angle of the main profile of the front wing is a matter of choice. It is permissible to adjust
the angle of the front wing by washers on the main profile. At least one part of the main profile
must touch the front wing mounting (BMW kidney).

The angle of the rear wing is defined as follows:

Lower rear wing profile: 0°(x 0.59

The angle of the rear wing is measured with reference to the monocoque reference area in

parallel with the longitudinal axle of the vehicle (see Appendix, Sketch 1). The monocoque
reference area is the highest surface of the monocoque in the cover area of the roll hoop. The
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instrument for taking angular measurements is positioned in parallel with the longitudinal axis
of the vehicle.

Adjusting the flaps of the front and rear wings is permitted in the standard designated area.
Additional holes must not be made. Leaving off the flaps is not permitted.

Attaching Gurney flaps to the wings is prohibited.

Modification of the original wing mounting brackets or the associated wing mounting holes in
the front nose/crash box is not allowed.

The profiles of all wing surfaces may not be altered in any manner.

The covering of front and/or rear wings is not allowed while the car is on the starting and false
grids or while in the pits during any official testing, practice, qualifying, or race, event.

Taping over of bodywork fasteners is allowed to ensure retention. Tape is not allowed to cross
over the seams of any adjacent bodywork panels.

The distance between the top surface of the rear gearbox wood floor (part # 7772358) and the
bottom horizontal surface of the rear upper wishbone bracket (part # 7772095) must have a
minimum distance of at least 257 mm (see drawing) and must be equal on both sides. This
distance is measured along a perpendicular line projected vertically downward from the
horizontal lower surface of the specified rear upper wishbone bracket to intersect with the top
surface of the gearbox rear wooden floor. To adjust the floor height, a gauge can be borrowed
during scrutineering time at the discretion of the Chief Technical Inspector.

Teams will be required to monitor the Race Control frequency during all on track sessions as
directed by the Race Director. The monitoring frequency will be announced at the Drivers’
Meeting and posted by Bulletin.
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Telemetry

The use of telemetry systems or having them available is not permissible (in conformity with
Definition Appendix, Article 275).

Lap timer

A lap timer is by definition not a component of a telemetry system but serves exclusively to
record or evaluate lap times. The lap timer must be attached under the engine cover on the
partition between the engine compartment and the fuel tank.

Other lap timers apart from the timer included in 2D data recording must be appraised by the
Chief Technical Inspector and approved.

Repairs to the vehicle electrical looms may only be carried out by BMW Motorsport. They are
identified as such by hologram stickers.

The Chief Technical Inspector has the right to read off stored data relating to driving dynamics
at any time during the race event.

Electrical Looms

After Scrutineering, repairs to the electrical looms are not permissible throughout the Race
event. The only exceptions are repairs carried out by a BMW electrical engineer and these are
identified as such by hologram stickers. Electrical looms that show evidence of independent
repairs having been carried out and where manipulation cannot be excluded are not
permissible. This is within the jurisdiction of the Chief Technical Inspector.

Driver's Safety Equipment Requirements

Drivers taking part in testing, practice, qualifying and races must always wear clothes
conforming to the FIA Code. Only the supplied race suit is allowed unless a special
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5.23

dispensation has been given by Formula BMW USA because BMW has not been able to
supply one.

Drivers taking part in testing, practice, qualifying and the races must always wear flame-
resistant long underwear, balaclava, socks, gloves and shoes conforming to the standards
specified in the FIA Code. All items of underwear and the balaclava should be colored plain
white or cream and must be to manufacturer specification (e.g. no cutting of the fabric or
embroidery on the fabric). Gloves and shoes must be dark blue in color

Drivers taking part in testing, practice, qualifying and races must always only wear helmets
specified in the FIA Code. The use of a head and neck support systems (HANS) according to
the IMSA and FIA Code is compulsory at all times.

For clarification on clothing standards and for a list of approved helmets you may refer to the
FIA website, www.fia.com.

Logos and competition numbers on the vehicle

The following types of sponsorship are excluded from being presented on any sponsorship
area within the Championship:

Tobacco or tobacco products

Alcohol

Pornography

Contraceptives

Politics

Religion

The appearance of the official sponsor areas shown in Appendix A, Sketch 3 must not be
modified in any way. Areas that are not shown as official sponsor areas are available to the
Driver free of charge. Private sponsors must not be placed on the official sponsor areas, nor
must official sponsors be removed from the official sponsor areas for Championship Events,
Official Tests, exhibitions, photographs or video material. The areas upon which sponsors
logos are applied must be single-colored. The contrast of the sponsors’ logos with the
background color of the car must be assured.

The respective sponsors must first be approved by BMW and Formula BMW USA and must
not contravene the advertising regulations of the FIA Code and IMSA. BMW and Formula
BMW USA may refuse to approve any sponsor that they consider, in their absolute discretion,
is a direct competitor of BMW and/or its associated companies.

The competition numbers must be affixed to the front nose cone and to the end plates of the
rear wing on each side of the car. Only the competition numbers issued by Formula BMW USA
may be used (see Appendix A, Sketch 3). The IMSA logo, as supplied by IMSA, must be
affixed on the nose area and both sides of the car.

Only the “Formula BMW USA Juniors” are permitted to use the BMW livery on their cars. It is
not permitted for any other Competitor to have a similar design. In case of doubt, clarification
should be sought from Formula BMW USA.

The correct attachment of the logos will be checked in the course of scrutineering.

In the case of any non-compliance with this Regulation 5.22, Formula BMW USA retains the
right to exclude the Driver and/or the Team from the event.

Heat Protection Measures

Any thermal insulation of cables or surfaces (e.g. brake cables, electrical looms, hoods, etc.) is
permissible. Panels must be flush with the surfaces attached to. The original heat protection
material of the rear wood floor must be maintained in the original condition, size, and shape as
originally delivered.
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5.24  Cooling

The original cooling hoses supplied may be changed for other hoses with the same
specifications for temperature and pressure strength. The operation of the cooling system may
not be changed or modified in any manner.The use of the supplied original radiator screens in
their original configuration is required. To ensure a good working cooling system it is allowed
to seal up the radiator duct to eliminate leakage. Any modification or alteration of the cooling
duct opening is not permitted.

Covering for the cooling air intakes is only allowed on the radiator or the grills. It is not
permitted to use tape to cover the aperture.

5.25  Skid

Skid blocks with the writing of the part number (7772231) and the Mygale logo are mandatory.
At every time of the event, each skid block must have an excess length (X>0) to the floor (see
drawing). If either skid block is worn in a manner that it is no longer holding the floor in a
captive manner than the installation will be considered to be non compliant.

5.26 Windscreen
The height of the windscreen above the monocoque is defined at 28mm +/-2 (see drawing).
